Guiding principles for Park design 
•� Create a compelling destination to visit over and over again 

•� Offer unique experiences:  What does New York City need that this park 
could provide? 

•� Provide opportunities for common activities in an uncommonly 
wonderful setting 

•� This is a park for ALL New Yorkers 

•� Keep a special focus on children, families, the arts, and water
