On the 0Id Island, South Battery was the
southernmost tip of the Island. The tidal flats which
once allowed crossing of Buttermilk Channel are
now mostly hidden, but still visible at low tide. It is
now one of the first glimpses the visitor gets to the
larger expanse of the Upper New York Bay, making
this a place to begin engaging visitors in the ocean’s
history, sounds, and ecology.
